Students to benefit from new hall in the Autumn term 

After three years of fundraising, designing the hall, acquiring council permission 
and preparing the foundations, we are thrilled to see Phase I of the George 
Welsh Sports Centre - the new Sports Hall - developing at a very rapid pace. 
Over the summer, builders will be completing the hall which will be in use by 
Gordonstoun and Aberlour House students, as well as the local community, by 
the beginning of the next school year. 

Our fundraising efforts, however, have a long way to go and we are now  
working hard to secure sufficient funding for Phase 2: the much-needed  
refurbishment of the existing sports centre. 

When completed, the hall will have a significant impact on sport at  
Gordonstoun. This phase will involve the complete refurbishment of the current 
sports hall and will provide a brand new fitness suite, an ancillary hall, reception 
rooms, classrooms and extra changing areas. When the whole project is  
complete, Gordonstoun will have a facility fit for the 21st Century and the 
whole of the school community is excited about the development.
